The New Kreisau started as an initiative of citizens from Po-
land, East- and West-Germany, the Netherlands and the USA. 
They all wanted to bring to life again the spirit of understand-
ing and openness of this special place and decided to estab-
lish an international meeting place in Kreisau.

Their motivation lay in the histo-
ry of Kreisau: Between 1942 and 
1943 on the estate of Helmuth 
James und Freya von Moltke 
brave people with diverse polti-
cal, social and confessional back-
ground came together. The ªKrei-
sau Circleº convened to develop 
concepts for a new beginning of 
relations between the German 
people and the rest of Europe af-

ter the Nazi-Regime. Many of their members, among them 
Helmuth James von Moltke, paid their vision and resistance 
with their lives.

After years of decay in 
November 1989 in the 
now Polish Kreisau, named 
Krzy owa, the German-Po-
lish reconciliation mass was 
celebrated. It opened a new 
chapter in the relationship 
between those two neigh-
bouring countries.

The peaceful revolution in Europe made the reconstruction of 
the estate possible. Within a few years, thanks to funds from 
Germany and Poland, a conference and meetings center with 
180 beds, a sports facility, a modern multifunctional room and a 

hotel was built ± a place of 
remembrance and interna-
tional exchange in the mid-
dle of the beautiful Lower 
Silesian landscape, only 60 
km from Wrocøaw.

Today the New Kreisau 
hosts the biggest interna-
tional meeting center in Po-
land. Here many thousand 

children and young people from all over Europe, but also from 
Turkey, Israel, Georgia and Armenia come together every year. 
They have diverse, sometimes dif® cult social and educational 
backgrounds, different origins, some of them are physically dis-
abled or have learning 
disabilities. In meetings, 
workshops and seminars 
they get the chance to 
overcome differences in 
culture, language and 
religion, they face up to 
human rights, civil cour-
age and democratic pro-
cesses, they learn with 
and from each other. 

Since its reconstruction 
Kreisau has no govern-
ment support and barely 
® nances itself with gains 
from project funds, and 
participant's fees, over-
night stays and from rent-
ing out facilities. The in-
come only just assures the 
operational costs but for repairs, modernization and quality 
equipment there is a lack of available funding. 

The Freya von Moltke Foundation for the New Kreisau wants 
to change that situation. As an independent civic organisation 
she offers ® nancial support and increases public awareness for 
the work of the New Kreisau.
